Information for learning group leaders

Arrangements for group travel
We would recommend drop off and pick up from the area of 
Castlebrae Avenue and walk up to the castle through Craigmillar  
castle park. The castle is not suitable for large coaches as the  
access road is very narrow and the turning for the castle is on 
a hazardous part of the road. With prior arrangement we can 
accommodate drop off and pick up of visitors by minibus.

Where to gather on arrival
Gather in the gardens leading to the castle (after the ticket office).

Resources that can be provided
We can provide printed quizzes, stickers. We also have some other 
learning resources and games. Please discuss and arrange the use of 
resources in advance by calling the castle, so that we can have things 
ready for you.

Space to leave bags
